Foreword

I was en-
thralled by the honesty,  the self-deprecating humor, and the seemingly complete lack of pretension. And I laughed. Oh God, yes, I
laughed. To hell with anybody who says Stern isn•t funny. You don•t have to like him, but it•s impossible to deny what a true innovator
he is. Anybody who•s ever earned the annoying title of •shock jockŽ should face New York City,  kneel on the floor, and pray to
Howard the Great at least twice a day. Pay homage to the master, you pretenders to the throne!
    Still, by the time I was finally able to hear Stern on the radio, there was an element missing. The film version of Private Parts had
been released by then, and the naysayers were moaning that Howard•s best days were behind him. •He•s too Hollywood now,Ž I kept
hearing. •His show used to be much funnier than it is now.ŽI wasn•t sure what to make of such talk, because I happened to like what I
was hearing. Hell, it seemed pretty funny to me. But part of me couldn•t help but wonder what the show was like before... before he
became •The King Of All Media,Ž before the eyes of the world were upon him, and before the FCC made him their whipping boy and
tried to censor all those aspects of the show which made it great in the first place. In short, I wanted to witness the glory days
firsthand„but I was late in coming to the party. I guess you could say Doc is a bit like me, at least in the sense that his conversion to
the Stern religion came later. He had been little more than a casual fan of the show until 1999, when he heard Howard talking on the
air about his impending divorce from his longtime wife, Alison. I•m sure it was a very hard time for Howard, but I•ll tell you this
much„it made for some great radio. His marriage to Alison had been such an integral part of his show, and the thought of Howard
being without her sent his fans reeling. Would the show be the same anymore? Would he lose the whole •hen-pecked husbandŽ shtick
that so many married guys could relate to? And for the love of God, was he finally going to start banging all of his groupies? Much
like Doc, I was listening that day, too. Small penis or not, I thought it took a lot of balls to show up for work that day, talk about your
personal life and have people laugh at it.

also recording every minute of it, so I could listen to it again, and again,
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and again, the rest of the entire day. Jeff can have his stinky chunks, the Howard Stern Show was all that I
thought about. To give you an idea, when it came time to shave in the morning, and the show was on, I would
pull out one earplug and shave that side of my face, then put that back in and pull out the other so as not to
miss a single second of what Howard Stern, the Greatest Entertainer of All Time was saying on the Greatest
RadioShow of All Time. Big fan? Obsessed fan? How about totally consumed  24 hours a day, 7 days a week!
From the time the alarm clock got my day started at 5:55 a.m., to  when I turned off the VCR at midnight
(after recording the Power Hour on E!), Howard Stern controlled not just my morning, Howard Stern
controlled my day. Hell, for the past 6 years, Howard Stern has controlled my life. I can’t believe I am still
in business.I can’t believe my wife hasn’t thrown me out of the house. I can’t believe I’m not deaf yet.
           How did I get to this point of insanity? Shortly after my obsession began with the show, another
factor in my life came into play that intensified it:  My introduction to the Internet. It was also at this time,
that my two young boys began getting obsessed with their own new hobby: collecting Pokemon cards.
“Gotta catch em all dad.” While they began their hot pursuit of that elusive Charizard, using the Internet,
I set my sights on that elusive Benjy Bronk autograph, and that hard to come by Tabitha Stevens autograph,
as well as the autographs of just about everyone else associated with the Howard Stern Show. Believe me
when I tell you, I tried to catch them all. It was very difficult, and very slow going at first, but when Howard
and the gang discussed a letter my “wife” sent them on the air, and  I received two autographed headshots directly from Howard a few
weeks later as a result, there was no turning back. The collection began to grow, and grow, and grow. Suddenly, I was an autograph
stalker, I mean collector, with a nice size collection. And what do autograph collectors do with their collection? They display them.
Hmm, now where do you suppose I could safely display my collection of porn stars, KKK leaders, farters, and freaks? At my office,
secretly hidden behind closed doors, of course,and the Howard Shrine was born.
           So what’s the deal with the outfit you ask? One day, while surfing the web between patients, I stumbled across a new website
for Stern fans, and became one of the original members of the popular  message board, sternfannetwork.  One avatar (a small  picture
used when making messages)  that they offered  was a picture of a black masked, black hatted figure with one red eye showing
through the mask.  It was supposed to represent the disfigured, mentally unstable doctor in the Sam Raimi movie, Darkman. Darkman
was known for his outbursts of rage, and his ability to disguise himself as other people in order to infiltrate his enemies. The name I
called myself came from another mysterious leading man: the stud with a giant penis, whose face you never see, in another awesome
flick, Mrs. Buttfire, the Greatest Porno Movie of All Time. My notoriety grew with the Stern fans, by playing the Darkman role, and
by making dick jokes. One Halloween, I took things one step further by  making a costume of my “character.” I  posted  pictures of
myself for all the members to see, and the notorious superhero “drbigcock”, complete with outfit, was revealed. (later shortened  to
just Doc...“OUCH!!”)
           The Stern people at the CBS Saturday night show heard about my collection, and one day contacted me about coming to film it
for a segment they called Extreme Fan. Not wanting my true identify to be revealed,  I asked that I be filmed with my mask on, in the
shadows, with my voice distorted. The Executive Producer, Scott Einsinger,  loved the idea: An Extreme Fan of Howard Stern, who
must hide his true identity for fear of persecution. Plans were made, then put off, then eventually postponed to the next season.
Unfortunately,  the CBS show was then taken off the air and the idea never realized- the ultimate “Almost Appearance.” To be
perfectly honest, I was not disappointed. It was never my intention to do all of this to try and get on the show.  It started out simply
from me having a strong love for the show, having way too much time on my hands and WAY too much coffee— a hobby out of
control. But now, years later, I feel it has become something more. It has become, in my opinion, and others, the Greatest Tribute to
the Howard Stern Show of All Time. This book is merely an extension of that, and something that I wanted to share with other fans. It
is meant to be a tribute to Howard and the Show, nothing more. Of course, I would love for Howard to embrace this book, and tell his
millions of fans to buy at least two copies apiece so I can buy a nice vaction home in the Hamptons, but more than likely, it will end
up collecting dust in my bookcase, and in the bookcases of a few friends and fans, or perhaps somewhere in between, who knows!
But one thing I do know for sure: I have had more fun the past six years, putting this all together, than one man should be allowed to
have. Anything after this is just icing on the cake. All good things, however,  must come to an end, and with the completion of this
book, I have decided to stop aggressively adding to the shrine, and head back into the shadows, back to just listening and enjoying the
show. I wish I could have caught them all, but it wasn’t meant to be. At the end of this book, there is a page for you
to try and grab the ones I missed, and add to the shrine and to the tribute. Good hunting to you all.
            I would like to thank all the people who have contributed by way of autographs,  interviews, artwork, etc. I
would like to thank the fans for all of the kind emails and words of encouragement I have received over the years.
I would especially like to thank Dean from deansplanet.com, The Greatest Website of All time, for his friendship
and support, and for allowing me the last five years to write about my collection for his website. This book
would not have been possible without him. Great guy, whom I have never met or spoken to. I would like to thank
my lovely wife,  Pond, aka NURSEWETPUSSY, and our two fantastic sons for putting up with all this nonsense,
and for their help as well. (My boys are the ones who took most of the pictures you see of me in this book.)

 TOP SECRET PROJECT
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Howard Stern show, the start of a crazy, fun-filled  journey
Like millions of other hard working, red-blooded Americans, I
turn on my radio at 6 a.m., Monday through Friday, to hear
what•s on the mind of the nation•s No. 1 bad boy, shock jock
Howard Stern - The King of All Media. And, like most fans, I
listen for the laughs that Howard and company keep churning
out, day after day, on their controversial, but highly entertaining,
radio show. Only now, I listen closely for another reason: my
autograph collecting hobby - the best hobby going. My collec-
tion consists entirely of signed photos and memorabilia of
Howard, and the people associated with his show, including his
crew, the infamous Wack Pack and guests. Howard•s show
offers exciting autograph opportunities with each new guest or
project, upcoming appearances and new Web sites.  I•ve been
collecting for two years now, and recently topped the 100 mark.
My new hobby has been so enjoyable and fun, particularly with
this target group, that I believe I am hooked for life, or at least
until the Stern show goes off the air in less than four years,
which is what will happen according to most accounts.

My introduction to autograph collecting actually came by
accident, and it•s Howard Stern himself that I need to thank. I had
been a casual listener for many years, but things changed
drastically for me in October 1999. Howard came on the air,
and shocked his audience like he never had before. After 21
years of marriage, and three daughters, Howard announced that
he and his wife were calling it quits. Married with children
myself, I could only imagine the heartache Howard must have
been going through. To share this news with his audience, as he
had done with everything else about his life, was very moving.
To this day, it remains the most compelling radio I have ever
heard. I gained tremendous respect for the man in the way he
conducted himself during this very trying time in his life. At this
point, I quickly became more than just a casual fan, or even a big
fan. I became an obsessed fan. I couldn•t miss a minute of the
show. I started taping it, and listening to each show in its
entirety. Fairly new to the Internet at the time, I visited just
about every Web site dedicated to Howard. One site led me to a
book written by New York photographer, and fellow obsessed

fan, Dan Wagner. In his book Getting to Howard: The Odyssey
of an Obsessed Howard Stern Fan, Wagner tells of the crazy
journey he took to reach his ultimate goal of being a guest on
the show, and meeting his idol face to face.

He mentioned how he would interact with the show, by writing
and faxing letters. You mean, you can actually write to Howard?
Encouraged by this book, and with Howard•s separation fresh in
my mind, I did something I had never done before. I wrote a fan
letter. •Dear Mr. Stern...Ž I•m not sure what I expected, but I felt
compelled to do it. Somewhere in the back of my mind I thought
the guy could use a good laugh. Days, then weeks, went by with
no response. I wrote again. And again. Then I wrote Howard•s
sidekick Robin Quivers, his joke writer Jackie Martling and his
sound-effects guy, Fred Norris. Then Howard again. I even sent
gifts to show producer Gary Dell•Abate•s sons. No response. Do
they even read their mail, I wondered? Finally, I wrote one last
letter, only this time, in the spirit and fun of the show, I put more
of a twist to it. I reincarnated myself as my wife, and complained
that my •husbandŽ (yours truly) was totally obsessed (not far
from the truth) with Howard•s show, and that I was very con-
cerned, not just for our marriage, but also for our children. In a
previous attempt, I explained, not only had I sent gifts to Gary•s
boys, but also Pokemon cards from my children to Howard•s
daughters. I pleaded with Howard to please send something -
anything - to our poor little boys, who sat by the mailbox every
day, waiting for a thank you card that never comes.

Aha! On March 8, 2000, I got the thrill of a lifetime.
Howard and company discussed my •wife•sŽ letter on the air.
For me, it was one of the funniest moments ever. Howard
advised her to divorce that obsessed husband of hers, and get
those kids away from him as quickly as possible. But he also
said something else to Gary: •Send them somethingŽ  That 10-
minute radio bit - which I•m sure has long been forgotten - was,
for our family, a moment in time we•ll never forget. What could
possibly top it? A few weeks later, I got my answer. I received in
the mail, two autographed 8x10s from Howard, one for each
boy.  So began the funnest hobby I•ve ever had. Thank you,
Howard Stern and, of course, Gary Dell•Abate. Your generosity
has started a crazy, fun-filled journey, that seems to get better
with each passing day.

After reading some •how to collect autographsŽ articles on
the Internet, I was anxious to try doing it the right way. I decided
to send the entire crew an autograph request through the mail.
Why not? After all, I realized that they really do look at their
mail. This being my first formal autograph mailing, I had no idea
what to expect. Once again, in keeping with the spirit and fun of
the show, I sent everyone the same request letter. Each one
included this gem: •Although I enjoy everyone on the show, you
are my favorite.Ž (Hee Hee.) If I didn•t get any autographs back,

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at least maybe they•d compare letters, and get a laugh out of it. I
know I did. To my surprise, less than three weeks later, I
received four responses. Gary Dell•Abate (a.k.a. Baba Booey,
the brains and teeth behind the operation) not only sent a signed
8x10, but also signed the index card  I sent him. Associate
Producer K.C. Armstrong personalized his 8x10, while Mike
Gange of Howard•s popular show on E! also returned my index
card, signed. The real surprise was Art Director Ralph Cirella,
the man in charge of Howard•s clothes, among other things. I
had read that Ralph was not one to interact with fans. Not only
did he sign my request letter with the note •Glad you enjoy the
show,Ž he also returned his own Teletubby purple index card,
signed in silver with black polka dots. Very artsy indeed. E-mail
also has proven to be effective. It took several e-mails and some
patience, but one day I received a beautiful signed 8x10 from
Nancy Sirianni, front lady for The Scoldees rock band, and
another from her more famous husband, Jackie •The Joke ManŽ
Martling. After a few failed attempts to get Fred Norris•
autograph through the studio, I decided to launch Plan B. One
Sunday at a local flea market, I came across a used CD of Fred•s
band, King Norris. I wrote a letter and mailed the Animal CD
cover to band member Frank Fallon. Not only did the entire
band - including Fred and Frank - sign it, they also sent me a
signed 8x10, and a poster for an upcoming appearance. Very
cool! Rock is loud!
      Before I wrote this article, I decided to visit AC•s Web site
and search for articles about Howard Stern. I found the Annual
10 Best and Worst Signer•s List for 1999, in which Yvonne
Woolf gave Howard a •Dishonorable MentionŽ as an in-person
signer. But in his book Collector•s Guide to Celebrity Auto-
graphs, Mark Allen Baker named Howard one of his best bets
for success by mail. In 1995, Baker sent the same request letter
to thousands of celebrities, and included four index cards and a
SASE. Howard not only responded within two weeks, but also
signed all four cards. Not bad.  What would Howard do now?
Since 9-11 and given the anthrax scare, and Howard•s phobia for
germs, who knows? But my dishonorable mention goes to
someone else from the show„ŽStutteringŽ John Melendez.
After several unsuccessful  attempts - including one that was
hand-delivered by his neighbor at the time, Nancy Sirianni - he
never came through. I finally broke down and bought an old one
on eBay for a hefty $8, just to complete that part of my collec-
tion. That•s OK, John - I•m still a big fan!! Big fan!! If you•d like
to learn more about my collection - my tribute to Howard Stern,
which I•ve dubbed The Howard Shrine- feel free to e-mail me at
howardshrine@aol.com.

Bart Baggett: He prints everything, except for his signature, and people that print everything have a little more difficult

time being intimate, and more emotionally expressive, so he does keep up some barriers with intimacy. He’s got amazing abilities to
be a smart aleck, a smart ass, of course. Sarcasm. He has a pretty good self-image. I wouldn’t say it’s really high, but it’s definitely
pragmatic. It’s good. His defense mechanisms are defiance, doesn’t like to be told what to do. He can definitely take it on the chin,
and he can dish it out, which is good.

WHITNEY MENTAL WARD FOR SUBSTANCEABUSE, DEPRES-
SION AND SUICIDAL TENDENCIES. AFTER I PUT ON A GREAT
PERFORMANCE, AND MADE THEM THINK I WAS ABLE TO BE
RELEASED, I HAD TO ENTER AN OUT-PATIENT REHAB. I
RELAPSED AND DIDN’T STAY CLEAN, SO TOM PICKED UP
THE PHONE, AND FIRED ME.
How is your mental health now?  I’VE ACCEPTED THE FACT
THAT I’LL NEVER BE NORMAL, OR WHATEVER THAT IS... I
HAVE TOO MANY DEMONS, FEARS, AND RESENTMENTS THAT
I WILL ALWAYS HOLD ONTO. IT’S THOSE SAME ATTRIBUTES
AND TORTURES THAT MAKE ME WHO I AM. TAKE ME OR
LEAVE ME- I’M DAMAGED, ANGRY, AND SELF DESTRUC-

This last absence from the show was not the first time you were
missing in action.

EVEN BE  ANYWHERE IN THEIR VICINITY.
Another rumor going around, was that you physically attacked
someone at the studio, in a steroid rage. Is that true? NEVER
ATTACKED ANYONE- THAT WAS BULLSHIT.
What are you doing now? WEARING A TIGHT, SEE-THROUGH
LACE ROBE, SMOKING A LONG CIGARETTE, WITH A LIVE
RODENT STRAPPED TO EACH EARLOBE.
I understand you have a DVD “Die Laughing” coming out now.
What can we look forward to? LOTS OF BOOBIES, FOR THOSE
WHO CARE- MY STORY, AND WHERE I’VE BEEN, MEAN BUT
FUNNY WAYS WE ANNOY PEOPLE, WHAT LIFE IS LIKE ON
THE ROAD FOR COMICS, MY STAND UP ACT, MY STARTING
FROM THE BOTTOM AGAIN, MY RETURN TO THE BIG STAGE
How did the DVD idea come about?

I’VE ALWAYS BEEN AN ASSHOLE, AND ALWAYS WANTED TO
DO SOMETHING LIKE THIS, BUT NEVER HAD THE TIME.
AFTER I GOT FIRED, I WENT TO REHAB IN CA., AND ALL YOU
DO IN REHAB IS THINK,... SO I WASN’T GOING TO WAIT
ANYMORE...I JUST PUT MY HEAD DOWN, AND TOOK THE
BALL, ANDTRUDGED FORWARD REGARDLESS OF WHAT
CAME AT ME. RETARD STRENGTH AND DETERMINATION.
So what’s next? I’M GOING TO BE PROMOTING MY DVD LIKE A
WHORE. A WHORE THAT DOES ANYTHING. NOT LIKE THAT
JULIA ROBERTS WHORE IN PRETTY WOMAN. MY FRIEND,
SCOTT DEMO WAS UPSET SHE WOULDN’T KISS RICHARD
GERE. HE THINKS IT HAD SOMETHING TO DO WITH HIM
STUFFING “LIVE RODENTS IN HIS TAILPIPE.”
Any other projects in the works?
JUST SOME HOME PORNO I DID YEARS AGO WITH GARY
COLEMAN AND EMANUAL LEWIS, BUT I DON’T WANT TO
TALK ABOUT IT. IT NEEDS EDITING.
Looking forward to that one. Have you banged any guys lately?
YEAH, JUST ONE, BUT YOUR DAD ISN’T AS FLEXIBLE AS HE
ONCE WAS... YOUR BROTHER TOLD ME THAT.
Yeah, rigor mortis will do that. Do you still listen to the show? Do
you still keep in contact with anyone ?
DON’T LISTEN- ARTIE IS ONE OF MY DEAREST FRIENDS- I
CONSIDER HIM A BROTHER, AND I WOULD DO ANYTHING
FOR HIM OR HIS FAMILY.
Will you be rejoining the Howard Stern Show on Sirius satellite
radio? I DON’T THINK SO, BUT I NEVER THOUGHT I WOULD
COME 7 TIMES IN 24 HOURS, BUT I DID IT ONCE, AND LET ME
TELL YOU- MY SISTER WAS VERY SURPRISED.
Have you been asked?  HAVE NOT BEEN ASKED
Goldenpalace.com. What was the deal? Did you really win and lose
all that money? Some have speculated that that was all just a plug
for them, again not authorized by Tom, and was one of the reasons
you were let go. NEVER... I AM A HORRIBLE GAMBLER...HAD A
MAJOR PROBLEM...I WON FAIR AND SQUARE, AND LOST
FAIR AND SQUARE...THANKS FOR BRINGING THAT UP DOC.
NOW I WANT TO PUKE...DO YOU KNOW HOW MUCH I
NEEDED THAT MONEY? I NEVER HAD MONEY...EVER...AND
IT WAS MINE FOR THE TAKING, AND, LIKE ONLY I CAN, I
DESTROYED IT.
One last rumor I heard was that Benji smells. How would you
describe Benji’s odor?  QUITE PLEASANT, IF YOU LIKE THE
SWEET, BUT PUNGENT SCENT OF WET GRASS AND ASS. I
LOVE BENJI, SMELL AND ALL. HE DON’T SMELL I DONT
REMEMBER. HE DOES HAVE GREAT CALVES.
Is there anything you would like to say to Howard, or any of your
former co-workers publicly right now? I WOULD LIKE TO SING
LIKE WHITNEY HOUSTON IN BODYGAURD “I WILL ALWAYS
LOVE YOU...”
Is there anything you would like to say to the Stern fans right now?
THANK YOU - IF I COULD SAY IT 1 MILLION TIMES, AND
HAVE IT MEAN THE SAME THING, I WOULD. YOU PROBABLY
SAVED MY LIFE. SOME PEOPLE ARE REALLY MAD NOW.
WELL, GUESS WHAT? FUCK YOURSELF. I’M NOT DEAD YET-
BUT IF I WERE, I WOULD DEFINITELY DIE LAUGHING.

MENTAL  ILLNESS  IS  FUNNY WHEN  IT’S  NOT YOURS...
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Jellio:  How long has it been since you left the Stern

show?

KC Armstrong: I haven•t been with the show

since  October. I•m out of New York; I•m in California. I•m doing
stand-up. I got a show every Monday • The Nasty Show.Ž It•s
basically the filthiest comics around.
So you•re doing comedy in LA? Yeah, I•m just working my ass
off, man. I do the stand-up, then also this DVD, which has
become my biggest enemy. It•s so much fucking work. I had no
idea it was going to be this much work. But, you know what, I•m
happy with the way it turned out. My mind and my body hate me
for it. Shit man, I was putting in 20 hour days. When you have an
obsession and an addictive personality, I guess work can be
good. But at the same time, you become obsessed with it.
Now explain to us, what are we going to find on the DVD?
I didn•t want to talk like about where I•ve been, and what
happened, stuff like that, and I wasn•t gonna. Cause it•s boring to
me, frankly. And you know, I•d rather just forget about it. But
these people had sent me such nice, thoughtful, really, really
touching letters of support. And they want to know what
happened. So, it•s for them that I•m going to include, you know, I
tell everything in it. It•s pretty much what happened. What I like
in it, is it•s all, you know, I•m an asshole. I refuse to get older,
and I refuse to grow up. And I•m still the same asshole I was, in
third grade. And I still think the same things are funny, that I
thought were funny in third grade. You know, doody, farts, burps.
So basically, it•s annoying people with those things. There are
quite the amount of boobies. Like a retarded Girls Gone Wild.
It•s really funny. It•s the life of stand-up comics. Jim Florentine,
Reverend Bob Levy, Scott Demo, Sean Sexton, and Artie Lange,
are some of the guys that are in it. And it•s in the hotel rooms,
backstage. You know, Sexton takes a dump, and automatically
you bring it to Levy•s room. And you know, he gets mad.
So this is a lot of behind the scenes stuff when you guys are
doing your comedy? Exactly, Exactly.And the back-drop is me
losing everything I had, including the job and money, with that
Golden Palace thing. Basically, one man•s quest to self-destruct.
Wow, so it•s really autobiographical. You telling the KC story?
You know what? I really hope it•s not. But, I guess that is. I
mean, who would find that interesting? That•s why I put a lot of
tits in it.
Right.Well, obviously the Stern fans are going to find it
interesting.And there•s millions of them. Yeah, that•s true too,
but you know what it is, man? I•ll give you a little taste of this
thing. What I did was, because I thought it was boring, and I
didn•t want to talk about me, I had a special guest come and play
me. And her name is Rita G.  I got all hot chicks playing differ-
ent... Like, my brother is a hot blonde, from out here in Califor-
nia. It•s totally absurd. But you get the information, and you get
to see hot chicks. There you  go.
AndArtie, Bob Levy, Jim Florentine...they•re all on it as well?
Yes. They•re in pretty much like every scene. Jim Florentine has
the worst smelling farts. And he lets them rip everywhere. There•s
a scene where he•s ripping em in a taxicab, and then the cab
driver starts to choke. See, we do this stuff without even
videotaping. We would do it anyway. So I took a video camera on
the road for, shit, the last four years, or something like there,
and just taped stuff, because it•s funny to watch later. And now, I

just complied a lot of it, and told my story as the backdrop. I
just hope people enjoy it. And it•s for sick people, and if they•re
sick like me they will like it, and that will make me happy.

Aquaman: Will there be enough child molester

jokes to satisfy some of your hard core fans? Oh, dude. I•ve
got a whole special feature. And guess what.. see, a lot of guys
won•t do this..I put it in there when I•m bombing. I put in a set
where I•m bombing, where people are appalled. I don•t give a
fuck. Women are like •Oh my God!!Ž And, you know, some of
the guys are like, Yeah, they start yelling, and shit like that. You
know what? It•s not a big deal. I didn•t fuck any kids. If you want
to get mad at somebody, go to your local church.
Right. I•m going off topic, but do you ever still talk to
Buckethead? Buckethead. You know, Buckethead, last I heard,
he was living out in the country, got married, and has kids. Can
you believe that shit?  This is a guy who, when people were
sleeping, used to jam wiffle ball bats in their ass. Try to wake
them up that way. Would walk around campus naked. When
people take dumps in the public restroom he would take chicken
wing bones, and throw them at them. And now he•s got kids.
You•re out in LA now...ever talk to Stuttering John?  I talked to
him as soon as I got out here. But I guess... you see, I don•t live
in LA. I live, probably about 45 minutes south. I think we spoke
maybe once or twice. But he•s got his thing going there, and he•s
real busy. And I•m doing my thing, and we just haven•t gotten
together.
Is the stand-up, like, a weekly thing? Oh yeah, when the DVD
is done, it•s back to every night. That•s what I was doing, when I
got out here. And I had to pretty much start over again. Doing
the shitty clubs, and getting time wherever I can get it. Some
good things happened...• I got my own show down there at the
Ha-Ha, and actually next weekend I•ll be at The Comedy Store
in La Jolla. So, it•s going good. I•m back on track. But it took
me a while to get back there though.
You•ve actually taken on a little acting...there was a movie called
Death4Told? Oh, yeah, yeah, that was cool, man. You know what
was cool about it? They hired this broad who was in college to
hang out with me all day, and to run lines with me. She was
smoking. People like, bringing me shit, and saying, •Do you
want this and do you want that.Ž And I•m like, •Alright, get me a
six-pack of  Heineken.Ž She went and got it. Brought it back. I
felt like I was the fucking cock of the walk. It was the easiest,
fucking most pleasant thing I•ve ever done. Besides some fat
chicks.
What were some of your favorite moments on the show?
Pam Anderson came in and they were tickling her. And the chains
weren•t working right. So I was there holding the microphone,
and I got to hold her legs down. I got to touch that broad!
Did you ever get to talk with her, or hang out with her with
a bunch of people after the show? Oh, no. Never. Never.
How about some of the other chicks from the show?
No, no, never. Never. I didn•t really have much of  a...
You know who was incredibly into you, Miss Howard Stern. She
couldn•t stop talking about you. But you weren•t having any of it.
Sweetheart. Nah. Never shit where you eat.
Here was an interesting time: TheAJ Benza-John fight, and you
were actually right in the middle of it.
Yeah, I do remember that. It kind of just came out of nowhere. I
remember just sitting there at my desk, and John was just being

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John, and all of a sudden he smacked him. I guess it•s just like
an instinct. It just happens. You know what I mean? You know
people weren•t supposed to be fighting there. So I just tried to
break it up. Didn•t want anybody to get hurt. That•s all.
Were you actually security? You know what, man? That•s funny.
They used to say, sometimes, Oh, don•t worry about it. Kace
will come in and help out. That•s not my fucking job, you know
what I mean?
They made it seem like you and Ronnie the Limo Driver were
security. No, no. Ronnie is. That•s his job. That•s what he does
for a living. And he knows his shit. I wouldn•t fuck with that
dude. Yeah, he knows his shit, that guy. And he•s a good dude,
too. I love Ronnie.
You were a big part of the show for seven-and-a-half years. And
then one day you•re gone, right when people are getting really
wrapped up in your whole gambling problem, and every-
thing. Now whenever it comes up,  Howard doesn•t say
about it.  So, from KC, what was the deal behind you
leaving the show? Well, I didn•t leave. I got fired.  Basically,
you know, if you listen to the show, you basically heard me self-
destruct over the years. And towards the end, it got real bad. I
mean, I admitted to having hallucinations, and then they started
with the medication, all of this, trying to fix the depression. And
all this other stuff. And then, you combine that with drugs and
alcohol. And I went to rehab. The loony bin. And after that, I
went to an outpatient, and the kicker was I had to stay clean, and
I didn•t. So, immediately, when I screwed up, Tom got on the
phone, and fired me.
After you got out of rehab, and you didn•t stay clean, Tom called
you and fired you? Right. And Howard had nothing to do with it.
I don•t work for him.
He didn•t have any say? No, I•m not hired by him.
Were you coming in late? Were you missing days of work?
Towards the end, it was just..I had missed some days. Then when
I checked into Payne Whitney, the mental hospital, which is
fucking unbelievable...it was just, you know, losing your freedom
is fucked up. Because once you•re there, you can•t leave. That
was my fears about the loony bin, you can•t leave. You know,
they have to... basically it•s a jail. So, what I did was, I slept about
22 hours out of the day.
When you say loony bin, this was actually a mental health
facility that you checked yourself into? Well yeah, I went,
thinking I could leave at any time. But once I got in there, they
said I couldn•t leave. It•s a mental hospital. They deal with
substance abuse. Right in the city. I would suggest to anyone,
get your shit straight. Do not go to one of those places. The
scariest thing is losing your freedom. I was there for, I think,
over a week.
So they gave you some time off from the show, you went in there,
and afterwards, it didn•t take, and Tom said that•s it, you•re done.
No, after that I was required to go to an outpatient, which was
from 6 to 8 every night.
Was it blow? No, no, no. It was everything. The main thing was
the depression, and trying to fix that with drugs, alcohol and
gambling.
You know that the rumor was you worked a deal with
Golden Palace behind the station•s back. Yeah, there
couldn•t be a bigger bunch of bullshit. You know, the reason why
that makes me angry is, I fucking lost that money.
You won $330,000, and you did seriously lose it?  It makes

me sick, too. Fuck, yeah. I lost it in, I think, a month.
Aquaman: Well, that explains the depression part. Yeah,
exactly. Every time something would bother me, I wanted to
blow my brains out. The only thing that would distract me was
drinking, drugs and then gambling. I would just forget about shit
for a while.
Once Howard found out about it, he had to hear about this
from Tom, how did he take it? What did he say to you?  I
don•t know. I think what he•s doing is, he•s really just being a
good friend, and a good guy, by not talking about it. Because I
think what they•re doing is by him not talking about it, if I
wanted to get a job somewhere else, something like that, I mean
that probably doesn•t look good.
But now, because a lot of people who cared about you were
asking about it, you•re putting it out on your DVD. I was really
touched. I was totally touched by it. It totally renewed my faith
in people, when I thought they were all fucking insects.
He is watching your back, by not talking about it. I think so.
I think that•s what it•s about. I could be wrong. I don•t know. All I
can tell you is, I•ve got nothing bad to say about him. I just think
he•s a great guy. He gave me an opportunity for seven years, and
I•ve got nothing but great things to say about him.
One last thing on this topic and then we•ll get off it. You men-
tioned September 11th was part of it. Yeah, it was fucked up even
back then. When he said that we could leave, I went home and...
He busted your chops about it. Yeah.This is how bad it was, even
back then. The minute somebody said I could leave work, I was
gone.And this is a horrible fucking thing to say, and I•m
ashamed of it, but as soon as I got home, I turned on the horse
racing channel. It was a day off. It was a snow day. And I started
drinking, and doing all this other bullshit. Then I found out that
the track got cancelled, so then I went home.
So if the track hadn•t been cancelled on  September 11th, you
just would have continued drinking?  In my apartment. Drank
and gambled.
Are you over it? Yeah.Again, that•s probably why it•s good that I
work this much. Because, again, another distraction. We all have
distractions.
Absolutely.Well, you sound a lot better, man. You•ve got the
DVD and the comedy. It sounds like you•ve got a lot going on,
which is really good to hear. It•s really good. And the thing that
got me over it was, I came out to start over, I promised my family
and my girlfriend I•d go to a rehab that was in-house. You know
what I mean? Somewhere warm. So I came out here, and went into
Newport Coast Recovery, which has got people working there
that are just fucking saints. People are great. They care about
people. And, you know, they•ll show you it doesn•t have to be
that way. And, I•m still seeing...there•s a doctor that really
helped me out, too...he ran a bunch of tests and found out that I
had depleted...the depression had eaten away every ounce of
testosterone that I had. Yeah, hormones were all fucked up. And
everything. But they leveled me out with all that shit. Basically, I
want to thank my family. All the people who showed me their
support. Those fucking letters. And those e-mails. I didn•t expect
any of that.
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Bart Baggett: He prints everything in block printing, which means that he doesn’t let a lot of people know his insecuri-

ties. It’s a very masculine trait. It’s a trait that a lot of people have. Not a bad trait. It  does mean we are not going to tell as much
from his handwriting, as with cursive. We do see that all his printing slants all uphill, which is a sign of optimism, a kind of person
who looks on the bright side of life, a good attitude. Someone who attempts to find a silver lining in every problem. Good bluntness.
He’s got honesty, but it’s more about communication. He will tell you his opinion whether you want it, or not. Very blunt. He also has
caution, which probably has developed over time, because he has an impulsive nature, so his caution slows him down from making
impulsive decisions. He doesn’t listen very well. He may be talking, but he may not be listening. The signature shows he is impulsive,
expressive, a performer’s handwriting. A big signature means he loves the spotlight and has a desire for attention. Nothing negative
about his handwriting, nothing revealing, except that he is a pretty dynamic person.

I think his praise was great, and it could never hurt.
Doc: Is there anything you would have changed during your week? Anything you regret doing or not doing?
I regret this interview.
Doc: Thanks Salƒƒ..I think we all do.

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Dean: When did you first start harassing Gary (Ba Ba

Booey)?

Sal The Stockbroker: I started back in ’96,

when I first started as a stockbroker. I actually taped the calls
for my own gratification, and with no intention of ever getting
on the Stern show. After 2 weeks of harassing Gary, Stuttering
John would take my calls. When it got out of hand, and John
threatened to call the cops, I told him I had all of Gary’s pranks
on tape. I played the tape for John, and I thought he had hung up
on me. He actually was gasping for air, from laughing so hard,
and told me I was to immediately come down to the studio the
following day.
What has been your favorite Gary related stunt  or phony
phone call that you pulled off?
I really liked the latest stunt which was the “Lighting of The
Teeth.” I’ll be the first one to say it’s ridiculous but that’s what
makes it so great. Many have accused me of being a one-trick
pony, but I don’t know many ponies that can stretch one trick
into a 5 year stint. My favorite phony phone call to “Mother
Tooth”, was the very first one, when I pretended to be a journal-
ist from the NY Post.
Why in the hell does Howard keep Robin around? Because
when she stands next to him, he looks a lot thinner. Actually, she
provides the focus he needs. When Stern is on the air he speaks
to Robin, and that makes it easier for him to get his point across
rather than staring at a microphone (or Baba’s lips). I think the
problem now, is that the observer is becoming a bit too vocal,
and it disrupts Stern’s flow.
How much time have you spent on your efforts to goof on
Fa Fa Fooey?
Good question. Not as much time as you might think. I have a
knack for being quick on my feet, so ideas pop in my head
pretty quickly, and I just go with them. The only bit which
I actually had to spend some quality time on was the “Lighting
of The Teeth” because it required more than just myself.
Are you going to set your sights on harassing any other
Stern show regulars, like Robin?
I’ve been thinking about it. I’ve had a blast breaking Gary’s balls,
but maybe it’s time to move from big lips to big hips. Stern
would actually be a fun target, but it seems his “click finger” is
quicker than his wit these days.
Are you really a stockbroker?
Yes, I am. Buy low, sell high.
What gave you the inspiration to write the song “With
Mouth Wide Open”?
That was another case of something popping in my head without
effort. One day Stern was playing a spoof called “Legs Wide
Open”, and he found it funny. I thought to myself..legs?? Is
Jackie hung over or something? Mouth Wide Open would have
been a dunk shot for him and Fred to write. I did it myself, and
it’s one of Stern’s all time favorite parody songs.
Do you hang out with any members of the Wack Pack?
No. I’ve had Hank, Beetle, Eric, Elephant Boy, all open up for
my band Facial. Great guys. Especially Hank, that poor bastard
is so fucked up I really hope the best for him. If you knew the
real Hank, it would make you cry.

There must be something very hard edged in money, because
since half of it went to his wife.....
What is your favorite Howard Stern moment of all time?
Good question. Probably Howard, just sincerely being Howard.

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Doc:How big is your penis?

Chaunce Hayden:Well, depending on the moment

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Dean: How long have you been doing standup?

Don Jamieson:First of all, let me start by saying

that Dean’s Planet is one of my favorite websites. You definitely
have your pulse on what guys want to see - nips that slip, camel
toes, see through tops and thongs!  Also, is there any way you
can set me up with Selena Valentine, from your DP Special
Holiday report?  I’m sure she would prefer to date a famous
millionaire, but if she wants to take a shot at an anonymous
thousandaire, I’ll be waiting.  She’s unbelievably hot!  Now to
answer your question: 10 years.
Do you remember your first gig? How did it go? Yeah, it
was in an ice cream shop and I used a spork as a microphone.  It
was awful.
I recently popped my copy of  Meet The Creeps in and it
made me laugh, just like the first time. How long did it
take you guys to film that? We spent about 6 months bother-
ing people, to get it all together.  Being a professional asshole
for a living, takes a lot of time and practice. When is Meet The
Creeps 2 coming out!! Hopefully, it’ll be out before the end of
the summer. We already shot some killer stuff out in Vegas, and
some here on the East Coast too. We did a bit at a comedy club
where Jim comes on stage in a wheelchair, as a handicapped
comedian, and I’m planted in the audience. I start heckling him,
and eventually we get into a fight. I go up on stage and throw
him off into the crowd, chair and all.  That’s one of the tamer
ones.
Is there a new Terrorizing Telemarketers in the works as
well? Right now just working on the new Meet The Creeps.
We’re not bright enough to do two things at the same time.
Who came up with the telemarketer prank call concept?
Jim and I used to just torture telemarketers, so we would have
stories to tell each other, when we went out on the road for our
stand-up.  After about a year, the light bulb finally went on, and I
suggested we start taping the calls, and make a CD. He had the
money for the recorder, so he ended up doing the calls first,
then I joined in later. We really are jerks.
I saw Meet The Creeps co-star KC Armstrong’s standup act
about a month ago, it was funny stuff. What cast members
of the first are back for the sequel? You’ll see a lot of the
same faces plus a few NEW Creeps, who we’ve shot with
already. You may even see your first female Creep. It’s gonna be
taken to the next level.
Have you gotten into legal trouble from the DVD or CDs?
The only trouble we got in, was when we were filming Meet The
Creeps. We were taping the Shopping Carts bit, where we throw
stuff in people’s carts at the supermarket when they’re not
looking, and the girl who does our release forms got dragged
into the back room by security. They told her they were going to
throw her in jail for trespassing, and harassed her for about 30
minutes. Jim and I got out of the store, so they wouldn’t take
our tapes. She quit the next day.
I only saw the one segment you did with Jim Florentine,
for HBO’s Inside The NFL, which happened to be the Ricky
Williams one? That was some funny stuff. Have you gotten
any feedback from players on any of the segments?  HBO
actually submitted that sketch on their Emmy reel, along with
another comedy segment we did.  We didn’t get nominated but it

was cool for two guys, who still think farts are funny to be
considered. I played Lenny Kravitz in that one, by the way. We
did get invited to the Emmys though, and we plan on cutting
gassers at the table the whole night. The guys who hosted the
show enjoyed the stuff - especially Bob Costas and Dan Marino.
Will you be doing it again for next season? Hopefully.  I
think we scared them a little at the beginning though, because
the segments started out as Meet The Creeps-style stuff, just
fucking with people, and that’s not the kind of chaos they’re
used to. So we ended up doing sports-themed sketches after
that. We actually did one segment that never aired, where we
took 4 huge lineman, from the Dallas Cowboys, to one of those
cheap, All-You-Can-Eat Buffets, gave them plastic pails and
shovels and had them wipe the place out. We were shoveling the
food into the pails, and bringing it back to the table. The owner
and manager were furious. Then we finally just pulled our chairs
up to the buffet, and ate right there. Then they threw us out. I
don’t know why.
Is there a place I can go to download the segments? If you
want to see some clips from Meet The Creeps, you can go to
Meet the Creeps.com.  I think there are some Inside The NFL
stuff on Jim's site - JimFlorentine.com. If you want to see
naked pics of me, go to DonJamieson.com.
Where did you first meet Jim Florentine (one of my
personal heroes)?  How long have you known him?  I met
him around 1992 and we bonded because we both had long hair,
loved heavy metal and dated a lot of strippers.  Now we have
short hair and still love heavy metal and strippers!
Who performs the better "upper decker"? If you've seen
Meet The Creeps, you know I have the superior log. That's a
healthy vegetarian diet floating in that bowl. Jim's are too
messy. Mine look like a baby's arm!

Did you guys start out as a commercial band, that got sick
of the bullshit that goes along with being a commercial
band? Did you say fuck it, and become what you are today,
just to rub it in the faces of all the bullshit club owners,
managers, and agents, who would not give you a break?
Actually, you encounter more problems going off in the
direction that we decided to go, aside from a nice plug from
Howard. Originality does not seem to be appreciated in this
business. We would have done better, just being the cookie
cutter band of the week - that•s what these labels want. They just
want to duplicate the flavor of the week as many times as
possible, before the idiots that are buying it, realize that it
sucks. I•d like to do more than •rub it in the facesŽ of all these
industry types. The music business is ruled by a bunch of
dickless bonesmokers, that deserve to be killed, brought back to
life, killed again, and then, I will join them in hell, to torture
their asses some more!
Now that Howard has given you major national exposure, how
has this affected the band?It•s been great for us. We don•t
expect that we will get signed all of a sudden, but we moved a
shitload of CD•s, and broke a lot of new ground, thanks to
Howard. The loyalty of Howard fans is also a great thing - it•s a
whole new audience, from the metal/punk types we•d played for
in the past.
Since your national exposure on the Stern show, are you getting
better gig offers?

Give us some behind the scenes info, about what went on in
the green room. How were you treated by the Stern show
staff? Did you hook up with any of Howard•s hot interns
after your appearance?  The Stern Staff was great - they were
very professional and cool. We ate a bunch of acid, and got
drunk as 16 year old Irishmen on St. Patrick•s Day.As for the
interns, they were all guys that I saw. Maybe you•d think they
were hot - lol.
Is Scores really as great a place as Howard says it is?
Nah - I really didn•t like it. I hate tit bars, where they are trying
to hustle you nonstop, the whole time you are in there.
Back in my road days, I used to play in Atlanta a lot, and
there are some great tittie bars there. In your opinion, how
does Scores compare to them?Atlanta titty bars pretty much
blow away all titty bars, in all other cities. Vegas and Miami
have one or two select bars that can keep up, but (as a hole) - the
ATL has it locked down!
Since your Stern show appearance, has sales of your music and
merchandise increased?Yeah, sales have gone through the
roof! (seriously)
What are your favorite adult recreational party favors? In other
words, what are your favorite drugs and drinks? LSD is my
favorite drug. Pot, beer, Jaegermeister, blow, and Xanax are

steady staples of my drug diet.
What are your views on Hunter S. Thompson?I love HST. I
write a lot for our site and I find it hard not to imitate him. I
write a lot for our website, and I find his style hard not to try
and emulate. He•s a genius.
Who would you like to thank or tell to get fucked for
helping or not helping you guys as a band get to where you
are today?
I would like to tell Atlantic Pacific Entertainment to get fucked -
they fucked us hard. All the cops that have made our lives
miserable, can get fucked. We•d like to thank our hardcore fans,
they are the reason that we keep doing this.
Your names are very clever, who came up with these, and
do they help you get some stank on your hang low?Ahh,
we•ve got a shitload of them we wrote down a long time ago.
The way we go through drummers, that list will run short soon. I
do get a decent amount of pussy, but I wouldn•t credit most of it
to being in the band. I•m a mutha• fuckin• mac!
What do you see in the future for Dick Delicious and the Tasty
Testicles?Who knows, man.We•ve been at this shit for 10
years. We just got a nice break from Howard, which really
makes us bigger than we ever have been now. We wanna try and
follow up, and play a lot of the cities that air the Stern Show,
while people still remember, and we•ve got a new CD already
written, that we need to figure some way to get the fucker out.

Doc:Thanks guys. I have had the chance to listen to Dick•s

music for the last few weeks and I have to say I have really
enjoyed it. Sounding like a cross between the Beastie Boys and
Pantera on many songs, it•s the subject matter for me that
makes Dick stand tall. How could you not enjoy songs like,
Waking up in a Pool of Vomit and Dirty Needles, Safe Sex Don•t
stop Crabs, Crusty Panties, Masturbating for a Brighter
Tomorrow, My Back Always Hurts Cause My Dicks so Heavy,
Hit me with your Wet Twat, and other songs full of great lyrics
like:
•I wish I was a tampon up inside a stripper
Cause then I•d get the pussy, and I wouldn•t have to  tip her,
Sounds a great idea, and the only thing to spoil it,
is when she pulled me out and flushed me down the toilet.Ž

Bart Baggett: Prints everything. This is the most insecure of the group. Always trying to prove him, or her self. The

T bar is a little low. Always trying to compensate. Very vain, but it•s an overcompensation, trying to oversell. In the word monkey,
that•s a capital K. That•s called the go to hell K, and if you see that in your writing, that is extreme defiance. They will go 60 mph,
just because the speed limit is 55. Expressive need for praise. Blunt. He acts like he knows the answer, and he doesn•t. Everybody on
the show is blunt, by the way, and everyone is analytical, and most people are smart alecks. #2 will listen to you. He is a BSer. And he
has got the smallest lower loops then everyone, which means he is a two hump chump. He•s got a very low sex drive, and he can•t
perform as long as the other people. Blunt, diplomatic, broad minded, a little sexually frustrated. Sex drive is not a priority, and other
people wouldn•t know there is a self esteem problem. Very honest, open,and friendly.
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Jeremy the Loner: I•m Italian, but I know

nothing about cooking, and probably couldn•t boil an egg
without fucking it up. So tell me...why should I cook with
your Sunday Gravy marinara sauce,  as opposed to that
year old bottle of Ragu in my kitchen?

Henry Hill:  It•s a matter of respect. You want to eat

that store-bought, manufactured crap? Up to you. Me? I have a
more discerning taste. I like to eat good food.
So how did you learn to cook, anyway?
I learned standing on my Italian mother•s apron strings. As a boy,
I helped her out in the kitchen … cutting, slicing, mixing ingredi-
ents. As I grew older, I began paying attention to how her old-
world recipes were prepared, and I learned her secrets. I became
a good cook. I used to cook for the family. Everyone loved it.
When I went into the witness protection program, I had to
improve my skills in order to have good food, and avoid that
crap like you mentioned before. Recently, I designed a restau-
rant menu, and the meals, for the Firefly Italian Restaurant in
North Platte Nebraska. It was here I realized just how many
people around the country are suffering by not being able to get
good Italian Sunday Gravy, and other sauces. Everyone loves
good Italian food. That•s why we began marketing our all natural
Sunday Gravy marinara sauce.
You•ve said before that the great Italian food was one of the best
parts about mob life. What•s better for you... decent sex or a
really, really good ziti in meat sauce?
No question. Ziti, but ONLY in a good sauce, like I make. Like
just today, I found out the cooks weren•t using the fresh Italian
parsley. Bullshit, that•ll never fly. That•s like fucking without
kissing. Really pissed me off.
There•s been talk for years about a sequel to Goodfellas. The
last I heard, it was in pre-production. What•s going on with that?
It•s still in the planning stages. I wish I could tell you more, but I
can•t. Keep an eye on the website though, maybe we•ll have an
announcement one of these days soon.
You worked a lot with DeNiro on the set of Goodfellas, acting as
his coach. What is he like in person? And how did you go about
coaching one of the greatest actors of all time?
Great guy, but he drove me crazy. Questions, questions. I guess
that is what actors do, try to learn as much about the characters
they are playing so they can portray them accurately. He wanted
to know the little details. How did Jimmy hold his cigarette? How
did he hold his shot glass? How did he comb his hair? I didn•t
coach DeNiro at all. I shared with him what I knew, and he did
his magic.
What was it like on the set of the movie? Was there a strange
sense of déjà vu the whole time?
Kind of, sometimes, but not really. Not too much.
You•ve said that Scorsese•s vision of your life in the Mafia was
•about 95% accurate.Ž Are there any parts of the  film that are
blatantly incorrect?
There were no tattoos in the movie. There were  plenty in real life.
Also, Ray Liotta is tall, when I•m not, and  Joe Pesci is short,
where Tommy was tall. Otherwise, I•d say it was a pretty
accurate portrayal. One of the things the movie didn•t convey,
was the fear that surrounded that whole scene.

In Goodfellas, Paulie comes off as somewhat of a father figure to
you. But I•ve heard you make comments about how in real life,
he wasn•t quite as fatherly as he appeared in the movie. How
close did Paul Sorvino•s performance come to the real man?
It was fairly close. Paulie was a father figure to me, but he was
also a mean son of a bitch. The movie didn•t show that. I once
saw him take a baseball bat to a young barmaid.
Everybody agrees that Joe Pesci deserved the Oscar he
won, for his portrayal of Tommy DeSimone. By all
accounts, Tommy was every bit as violent and unpredict-
able in real life, as he was in the film. Even though he was
your friend, were YOU personally ever afraid of the guy?
Sure, at times.
Was there ever a sense of •I•d better watch what I say to
this guy, or I might get whacked?Ž
Naaaƒwe kidded around a lot. We got along. I wouldn•t have
gotten into a fight with him. There was no walking away from a
fight with him.
I know that you and Karen divorced right around the time
Goodfellas was being made. What did she think about it?
That•s a tough questionƒI guess I•d say she was excited. We all
were. She was worried about how she would be portrayed, I
remember.
So how DID she feel about how she was portrayed?
She was satisfied. It was the truth.
Ultimately, getting caught dealing drugs was the thing that
brought everything down. It also made you a marked man, at
least as far as Paulie was concerned. In hindsight, do you wish
you•d never gotten involved with •dealing junkŽ in the first
place? Or was the money just too damn good to pass up?
Well, hindsight is 20/20, of course. Yeah, I wish I•d never gotten
involved with the drugs. Hell, I wish I had never gotten involved
with those people in the first place. Listen, I•m not proud of my
past. It is what it is, but I don•t take pride from it. You see, I
don•t have to live like that anymore.
I know that you mostly laugh off the threats you get, with people
saying they•re going to hunt you down, and •kill you like
the rat you are.Ž Hell, your website even had a  •Threat Of
The WeekŽ section at one point. You•ve said that you don•t
live in fear anymore, but still... is there a little part of you
that sweats a bit, when you turn the ignition on your car?
No. Not really. But I do look over my shoulders, when I•m in
certain places. I•m not afraid to go anywhere, or do anything
today.
Your life story was the basis for one of the greatest movies of all
time.Years from now, how do you want people to remember
Henry Hill?
I hope they will remember me as a good person, who spent his
later years trying to keep others from getting into that lifestyle.
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You•re on the air:
My name is Nigger What. I was born in 1918, and in 1930 I was
with my dad. We were in the center of town. I was only 12 years
old. My father tipped his hat to Miss Sally. Miss Sally came over
and gave both of us hugs. This was in Savannah, Georgia.And
then, out of nowhere, 6 white men rustled us out into the fields
and they started kicking my dad, and then they started asking
him a series of questions: • Nigger, what were you thinking?Ž
•Nigger, what the hell were you doing to Miss Sally?Ž •Nigger,
what are you going to do now?Ž <You got mail.> and with that,
they lynched my dad, right in front of me. I was only 12. They
made me look, and watch the whole thing. They made me see
my poor daddy•s life leave his body. So then afterwards, after he
expired, I shinnied up his body, grabbed his knife out of his
pocket. I cut the rope, and I held my father. We fell to the
ground, and I broke his fall. I started dragging my poor father
home. I dragged my father home, for five miles. I dragged him
for five miles, his lifeless body, until help arrived. Once help
arrived, they helped me drag him the rest of the way home. It
was horrible.
 < laughter> Five years later, I ran in to the guy, that put the
noose around my father•s neck, and I asked him: •Nigger, what
are YOU going to do now?Ž I took my daddy•s pocket knife out
of my pocket, and I kilt that man dead, I kilt that white man

deadƒI had my revenge.

Doc:Do you wear a mask?

Nigger What: That is a great question, Doc. The

truth of the matter is- I answered this on the Howard Stern
bulletin board, when that was up- I said in one of my threads, we
all wear masks of different types. Do I literally wear a mask? Umm,
yes I do, and I wear a mask to cover a disfigured face.
So, did you wear your mask to the studio ? Did I wear a mask to
the studio, on that particular day? Yes, and I really didn•t think
people would have been able to tell the difference, and I was a
little taken aback by Robin, when she touched my face. But yes,
I did wear a mask that day.
Is your story real? Yes, it is 100% real.
Part of your story is that you are 86 years old. True? Yes
What happened to you in prison? The first day that I was
there, I was set up, by what I believe to be the town folk there. I
was brutally raped in prison, by 6 black beasts.
What did you do after you were freed? The first thing I did
was, I found a person to have sex with. And the person weighed
about 400 pounds. It was great. We really couldn•t get into the
missionary position with her, because of the size, so what I did,
was something my father told me about, before he was lynched:
I grabbed a roll of fat, and had sex with the  fat. That was the

first thing I did, when I got out of prison, and the second thing
was, I started looking for the other people that were responsible
for the lynching of my father.
Did you find them?Ah.....No, I did not find them.
I have read that you have 60 kids, 100 grandkids. Is that
true, and how is that possible? <laughs> Way back when, I
was really promiscuous. I had sex with everything, and anything
walking. I was a bit of a sexual deviant. I didn•t settle down, until
later on in life. I was married twice, and I had a lot of kids with
both of my wives. I don•t even think I used protection, back
then. I just did what I had to do, and that was it.
Why did you contact Howard Stern? I was feeling depressed. I
suffer from depression. I contacted Howard Stern, because I
have been a listener of his for awhile, and I really felt his pain,
when he said he was having trouble with the FCC. So I decided
to offer him my assistance. I decided to offer my life, if
Michael Powell from the FCC did not contact Howard Stern.
Would you really have done that? Yes, absolutely. I spoke with
the producers, and I told them, I really want to do this. I told
them that the media coverage would be great, and they said that
it was something that they couldn•t get involved in.
What method were you going to use to kill yourself? I shot
myself twice already. The first time was a couple of years ago. I
tried to commit suicide. Shot myself in the gut. I don•t know why
I chose the gut. I think, I saw it in some type of movie. That
didn•t work. The second time, I shot myself in the head.
Was that April Fools Day? What went on that day?April
Fools Day, I was really, really messed up. I was really, really
sad. I thought it was the end. I honestly thought it was the end. I
thought he was taken off the show, and I thought I could have
done something back then, but I didn•t. I didn•t speak up, I didn•t
call in, I didn•t offer myself. I wrote a note, explaining why I
was taking my own life, and it had a lot to do with the FCC, and I
tried killing myself that day, as well. It didn•t work. That was the
third time.
When was the second time? That was more than a year ago. That
time I was in the hospital. I was subsequently taken from the
hospital, to the psych ward, and I stayed there for a good part of
the year.
Why the comic book? The comic book, I figured, what better
way to get my message out. I could educate the world, one
reader at a time. Modern adults, for whatever reason, just don•t
pick up books as much as they used to, in the past, mainly
because of the internet. The comic book is friendly.  It•s
something that many of us know, from our past, from our
childhood. So hopefully, this thing takes off, and people can
really start to see the truth, and see the errors in their ways, and
see the errors in the way in which they were brought up.
What message are you trying to get out? I am trying to get out
that racism is wrong, sexism is wrong, ageism is wrong. I•m not
a preacher, or anything like that. I want to have harmony in the
world. At least for my kids. I don•t think I will see it, in my
lifetime. I want harmony for my children, my grandkids, my
great grandkids, and so on. I want them to be able to walk the
streets, without hearing the word nigger. I want them to be able
to go on job interviews, and really think that they have a chance
of getting that interview, and of getting that job, whether they
are straight, gay, a woman, what have you. I want to see all of
these prejudices stop.
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Do you really think you can make a difference? I believe in
my message, and I believe that other people believe in my
message, and if I can get it out into enough forums and relay
that positive message, I do believe I can make a difference
Why should racist people support you? You are black.That is
the great thing about my book. I have different offers that will be
on the internet for people: a section for people that are non-
racist and a section for people that are racist. If you are non-
racist, and you wish part of the profits to be donated to a fund
that will help educate our youth, you can elect to do so, and as
far as the racist, if they want part of the proceeds to go a fund
that will send blacks back to Africa, they can elect to do so as
well. And once a month, I will make that offer to a black person,
and I will pay to send that black person back to Africa.
Are you yourself a racist? I am absolutely as far from a racist,
as one can be. I think, early on, when I witnessed my father•s
lynching, I think my judgement was clouded. I was extremely
angry, and at that time I was angry with the entire white race, and
if I could have killed every single white person in front of me I
probably would have. I am glad that I only took my revenge on
the person that was responsible for putting the rope over my
father•s neck.
How would you like to be remembered?  I would liked to be
remembered as a person who tried to make a change in the world.
I would like to be remembered as a good person, a kind person. I
don•t want to be remembered as an old man, no matter what the
age is that I pass away at. This guy was a lot of fun, this guy
really tried to help change the world.
Is there something you would like to say to Howard? To your
fans? Well, to Howard, and to the rest of the Stern crew, I wish
you would have had me on again. I wish you would have been
more prepared, and didn•t take it as a joke. I wish you would
have asked some real questions. To my fans, I love you all.
Please try and follow, and live by the message I am trying to get
out.
Some people, I think, didn•t take your story seriously
because of some of the other things you said, like, for
example, Robin may be your daughter? Ha Ha I•m glad you
asked me that, Doc. This is the truth. Way back when, there was
this woman. I did not know at the time, but this woman, some
people today would call her a crack head. I had no idea. She
wasn•t well off,  and back then I didn•t stick with women long
enough. We had a daughter together, and I went back over to see
my daughter, and the woman told that she sold my daughter to a
black family. She sold our daughter to a black family, and the
only thing I can remember about that daughter is...my girlfriend
ate watermelon, that•s all she did, day and night. It sounds like
what a racist person would say, but all she did, day and night, was
eat watermelon, and when the baby was born, she had a water-
melon birthmark on her ass. And when she came out, she filled
the room. The room smelt like watermelon. The entire room
smelt like watermelon. And  I remember calling in to the show
asking questions, and I remember some of my family members
telling me that this person named Robin smells of watermelon,
during certain times. If Robin would have only pulled down her
pants, and revealed her ass cheek, I•m sure that would have
answered all the questions. And when I said that Stern said we
were out of time and when I looked at Robin there was a look of
shock on her face, as if, how did he know?
Hmm..so there is still possibilities there? I•m sure there is.

Do you use Viagra?  Is there sex after 80? No, I do not use
Viagra. I told people on the board, what I do is, I masturbate up
to 6 times a day. Early on in my youth my father and I used to
walk around and you could see people, mainly white people, I•m
going to say, all white people, having sex with their farm
animals. They would have sex with their sheep, they would have
sex with their cows. It was a very common thing in Georgia, to
walk around and see father and son...The father would put a pair
of boots on the front legs of a sheep, and stick the sheep in
mud, and I remember asking my father about that, and my father
said •Well, they do that so the sheep can•t get away.Ž My father
told me way back then, he said •Son, never ever do anything like
that.  It is better to handle your manhood yourself. • He didn•t
use the term masturbate, but he said •You are better off fiddling
around with yourself, than messing around with farm animals.Ž
And later on in life I found out that my father was wiser than I
ever thought, because they say now, the medical profession now
says that healthy masturbation can reduce your chance of
getting prostate cancer. And 6 times a day is pretty healthy, I
think, and I haven•t had any problem with prostate.
Are you presently married now? Do you have a partner? I have
different women that come by. I don•t have one particular partner.
My last wife, I told people that she died, but what actually
happened is, she did die, but she took her own life.That was the
first time I was hospitalized. She hung herself, and she hung
herself, because she actually found some of my writings about
my childhood, about my past. She didn•t know the entire story.
She didn•t know I was raped, and she didn•t know all the horrible
things that had happened to me. I still ask myself, why did she
take her own life? That was 2 to 3 years ago. I was married to her
a very, very long time.
Why did you wear gloves to the studio? Is your name really
legally Nigger What? Why didn•t you bring identification?
I didn•t bring identification because of the lie Gary (Dell•Abate)
told. When I was on the air, Gary said that he and Jason tried to
contact me, and the number was disconnected. That•s the lie he
told. None of those guys tried to contact me. I left tons of
messages for Gary, and he never returned one of my calls. So I
was pretty upset. When I was on the phone with him that last
day, I asked him, is there anything you want me to bring with me,
I must have asked him three times, and he said just bring
yourself. He said we don•t really think you are going to come
in, but just bring yourself. So I came in with exactly what I was
asked to bring in, myself.
But that is your legal name? That is my legal name.
So you cashed the check they gave you? I cashed the check that
they gave me, and I put it as I promised, toward the fund that is
going to educate our youths.
So as Captain Janks mentioned on the air, they will get that
returned check with Nigger What on the back, isn•t that
correct? They will get the returned check with Nigger What on
the back. It says Nigger What. <laughs>
Why did you wear gloves? I told the crew that I had germphobia
and a sweating problem. I had roses for Robin, because I was
prepared to tell her that I thought she was my daughter and I had
proof. And I asked them for water and a fan, because I have a
sweating problem, and I needed a lot of ice water. I found what
they call a compression shirt. So I wore a compression shirt
which really kept me cool, and the gloves were just so I
wouldn•t have to touch anything.
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So when you said you wore gloves because you didn•t want to
leave any prints, you were just being a little schticky? I was just
being a little schticky, but the funny thing after that, a follow up
to that was I was picked up. I was picked up at the house and
questioned. I was picked up at the house, brought to downtown
Boston to the FBI building, and I was questioned. I was ques-
tioned because of the murder.
How did they locate you? I really believe that people from the
show gave them my information, because they knew where to
send the check, they knew my address. I was picked up, I was
questioned. I wasn•t nervous. I had a good time and while I was
questioned, I remember the FBI saying, •You know, we have
been here an hour with you, and you really haven•t told us
anything.ŽAnd I said, •Maybe you are not asking the right
questions.Ž <laughs>After that was said, I was released.
You said, that you thought, maybe the jail was named
Neglect. Do you recall any better now, what the name was?
It was not named Neglect. I stated that it was named Neglect
because of the experience I had there. If I had to think back I
think it was the old Georgia State prison, but I did not want to
name it on the air.
Who helped you with the mask? I understand even people that
spent a whole hour with you were amazed they couldn•t tell if it
was a mask or not. The person that helped me with the mask is a
great FX person. His name was Jermaine. He lives in the State of
Mass.
How long did it take to prepare that?  It took more than a
full day. It was literally a last minute preparation so I contacted
100 people and told them that money was no problem, and the
only person that I could get at the last minute, was this person
named Jermaine.
Is money no problem? <laughs> That question could get me in a
lot of trouble. I do not work. I have a nice home. Before I was in
education-- and the FBI knows about this-- I was responsible for
some of the biggest robberies and heists that America knows of.
I did time for that. I was able to support my family and then some.
Right now I have nothing left from back then.
I read that you are putting your life savings into the comic book.
Is that true? That is true. Everything that I had left I put into this.
I haven•t even paid the artist (Meanjames) yet. The artist
believes in my message. The artist believes this joint adventure
of ours will take off. He has heard a lot of positive feedback from
the comic world. He believes it will be the biggest independent
comic book of all times. It•s going to put the independents back
on the map.
Why do you think they are not airing your appearance on E!? I
think it•s because of the word nigger. It•s my name but E! censors
the word nigger. Other than that, I don•t know. I read that they
think, because they thought it was a hoax, they decided not to air
it. I really don•t know why they decided not to air this. I hope the
only reason was because of the N word.
Any behind the scenes stories you can share? I met Cabbie,
and I really like him. I like his personality. He seems to be full
of energy, and a lot of fun. He is a huge person, and we shook
hands and we laughed. I wanted to sit down, and chat with him,
but we didn•t have the time. But I liked Cabbie a lot. KC is a
remarkable good looking man. He frightened me. He was one of
the people that searched me. I was searched 5 or 6 times, and
KC was one of the guys who searched me. I think he was the last
person to search me. He brought me in to this room. We were

all alone, and I had no idea what was going to happen at that
point. I was a little taken aback, a little afraid. He was very kind.
He asked me, how was Boston, and what was it like, living in
Boston. He was a really laid back kind of guy.
Besides you, that is one of the biggest mysteries of the year,
where is KC at now?  Do you have any ideas on that? I
wrote in one of my threads on the old Howard Stern board, that
KC was in a psychiatric ward with me. When I first wrote that,
that was after the first week of his disappearance, and no one
really believed it, but theories started circulating, that he was in
some kind of psych ward, but yeah, KC was in a psych ward. I
didn•t say that it was him, because I was being monitored. I said
it was a look alike, but KC was definitely in a psych ward.
How long were you a teacher? I met my last wife in California..she
was an educator as well..30 years I believe.
I understand you have some interesting names for your dogs?  I
originally named my black lab, nigger, but my neighbors would
look at me funny, when I would call him, •Come here, nigger.Ž I
changed their names, when I saw my Newfoundland  pee on my
yellow lab. I changed his name to R. Kelly. I thought it was the
funniest thing. He lifted his leg, and peed all over her. It was just
like the R&B singer, who was accused of that. That•s why I
changed their names to R. Kelly, and Underage Bitch.
Posting on message boards, running your own website, making
comic books. How do you keep this fountain of youth going?
Good living, the latter part of my life, not early on. I don•t know
how to answer that. Some days are better than others. I suffer
from this illness, called depression. I started taking medication,
after I found my wife. When I found her, it shocked me beyond
belief, and I dropped to the ground, and I started laughing and
crying. They found me on the floor, laughing and crying,
underneath her body. I could not move. I laughed and cried in the
ambulance. I laughed and cried in the hospital. I remember not
being able to feel anger. I remember not being able to feel that
emotion. I couldn•t feel that emotion, for months. Every time I
tried to get angry, it felt like something was missing. There was
nothing there. I forgot what it was like, to be angry. I wanted to
feel it, and I couldn•t.
You have had a lot of heartache in your life, no doubt.
More than I have ever written, more than you have ever read on
any message board, but even, after everything I have been
through, I believe that there is hope for others.
Why did you decide to make your story public?
I decided to make it public, because I wanted to straighten out
the past. I want people to know the truth about the past. Not just
my past, but the past in black history as well, things that blacks
have done, that we never got credit for.
Besides the brutal raping, what else happened to you in prison?
Back then, it was common for the medical community to come
in, and take blacks, and do experiments on blacks, so a lot of our
fellow prisoners were experimented on. Some of them came back
with their limbs missing, and some never came back at all.
What did they do to you there? I was not part of any experi-
ments, but I was well aware of some experiments. The only
thing they did to me there, was leased me out to some other
whites to work for them. The state, or the warden, was paid for
our services. It was slave labor. That is where the rolling cages
came into play. They still have the first rolling cages. The
people of the South have it as an attraction, and they call it the
first SUV, and a lot of white people laugh about it. What they
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used to do was pile us all into this cage, and pull it by horse. A
lot of people were injured that way. Some lost fingers, some
lost other appendages. They didn•t have it on a cart or anything.
They just dragged us along, and it wasn•t until later that they put
it on a platform.
I noticed on your website that you have charities set up. There
are two things that I want to do. One is donate a portion of the
money, to help educate our youths against racism. Different
people will go into the schools, and talk to the kids about
racism, talk to the kids about sexism, and so on and try to
educate them against it. The other thing I am going to offer
blacks, are one way tickets back to Africa. I was hoping to do
that with Sirius, if Howard Stern will allow that. If not, I think
another radio station, that wants great ratings, will allow me on.
The first person that I am going to offer this to is Al Sharpton
because he has the big mouth, and everything like that. I figured
it would be great publicity as well, and then to Jesse Jackson,
and I am going to go right down the list. I will offer it to other
no names after that.
Any particular reason why those two men? Do you feel they
represent the black community well? Oh hell no. HELL noƒno,
no, no..they don•t represent me OR the black community. They
represent themselves.
Is there any black American doing a great job? I am sure there
are many doing a great job, but I can•t think of any at the
moment.
I understand you have an interest in space travel? There have
been many great white lies in history, and one of the biggest was
that Neil Armstrong was the first man on the moon. He might
have been the first white man on the moon, but he definitely was
not the first man on the moon. During prison time, when they
weren•t experimenting on blacks, they were doing other things.
They had us working with NASA, and right after NASA sent the
chimps in to space, they figured blacks weren•t too far more
advanced than chimps, and they didn•t want to send white people
first, so, they sent us. They definitely sent us. I know for a fact
that Neil Armstrong was definitely not the first man on the
moon. I tried communicating with NASA for quite some time
about this, and they laugh about it. No one is going to believe an
old man, but then I got another publication involved, and that
other publication has made waves, and is starting to take things
seriously, so you might be reading something hopefully soon.
Before I die, you might be reading something about who was the
first man on the moon.
When I asked you if you found the other men I thought you
hesitated a bit. I was reading about some legend stories with
talks of NW being carved on men•s hearts. What•s that all
about? I know that there is no statute of limitations on murder. I
was in prison at the time when these other men came up dead,
murdered. They questioned me, they thought I did it, because
they were killed in the same manner as the first man. They were
stabbed in such a brutal way that NW was carved into their
chest, into their hearts. They thought I did it. In order for me to
have done it I would have had to escape prison, undetected,
killed the person or persons and find my way back in to the
prison.
Do you know who were responsible for those murders?  Do I
know? No, but legend says it was me. Legend says it was me, but
I won•t say it was me at the present time. I definitely won•t take
credit for it. They say that there is one other person still alive.
Actually they said that the person died not too long ago, but I
think he is still alive.

Meanjames:The story of the life of Nigger What is a

testament to pain and insanity. I met him on the Howard Stern
Bulletin Board, what seemed an eternity ago. He told me his
story, but I instantly recognized the tremendous potential of his
words, and the full depth of the insanity of his life. I have always
sought to depict horror in comics, as something a little more
than the usual flea bitten zombies and vampires that scare no
one, as they cannot suspend disbelief. Fun? Sure. Scary? No.
Important? Couldn•t be more trivial. For years, I sought venues
for my views on horror, thus my long association with Boneyard
Press publisher, Hart Fisher (publisher of the Howard Stern vs.
Rush Limbaugh parody) as well as the more traditional venue of
famed publisher Joe (Cry For Dawn) Monks of Chanting Monks
Studios. I worked hard with these gentlemen, and was respon-
sible for a number of highly respected books and stories. Then
came Nigger What. The story of his life is the story of the
insane concept of American racism, and the extremes which
form the core of its evil. This is horror at its most basic.
Hideous enough to make your ass clench, too real to dismiss
easily. Nigger What•s witnessing of the lynching of his father,
and the brutality he experienced beyond that, was not simply a
tale of real horror, but an important story as well. The most
important project in my comic art career. I knew immediately
we would partner on the Nigger What comic, long before he
appeared on the Howard Stern Show, and long before he knew as
well. When our partnership was solidified and agreements
made, I announced my participation to my own associates. My
publishers drooled, and begged to represent us. Those who•ve
allied themselves with me congratulated me with amazement,
and those who considered themselves my betters, bashed me
like jealous bitches. But this is Nigger What•s tale, published
under his logo. I am only the artist, and a participant in promo-
tional avenues available to me. The story of Nigger What is the
story of pain we•ve all felt, in one way or another. Alienation.
And the angst of being the focal point of the irrationality of
shitheads, whose numbers are legion. Amplified to the point of
sheer lunacy. The honor of participation is mine, and I present it
to you in this statement. Make of it what you will.

Never saw them.
Where do you think the show ranks in history?
Who cares?
Do you have much contact with any of the surviving cast?
Yes.
Besides your role as Grandpa, what other work have you done in
your career that you are most proud of?
Having a wonderful wife, 3 sons and 4 grandchildren.
Do you have any advice for people looking to make it in the
entertainment business?
Yes.
What do you like the most about the high level of fame you have
achieved in your life?
Being adored by young women.
What don•t you like about it?
Not getting enough.
How•s your love life? Still active?
Spectacular!!!Yes.
Have you tried Viagra and if so how did that go?
Never tried, afraid it would make me constipated.
How big is your penis?
14 inches is serious. HAHA
The Stern show still plays the soundbite where you shout, •Fuck
the FCC.Ž What can you tell us about that rally? What kind of
reaction did you get ?
I was wonderful and Howard the Coward should have let me go
on. Thunderous applause-minor heart attack by Howard.
How do you feel about the FCC now?
Haven•t changed my opinion.
How would you describe Howard and the show, back when
you were on the show a lot?
Without me- nothing.
How about now?
Still without me-NOTHING!
What is your relationship with Howard now?
He adores me and I tolerate him.
Any thoughts on his divorce?
Very smart move by his wife.
Howard•s new girlfriend? Jackie leaving? Artie?
Don•t know...Needs a brain CAT-SCAN...Low SAT.
What•s it like to be old as dirt?
Are you referring to Howard Stern•s Programs?
What would you change in your life, if you could?
If I could have a penis as long as I am tall.
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Doc: When did you start making phony calls?

Jim Florentine: I•ve been doing calls for years. I

just started to tape them, a couple of years back. I like to fuck
with people; I•ve been doing it, since I was a kid. If a
telemarketer called, instead of going out to play with my
friends, I would stay on the phone for a half hour, and torture the
person. I•m actually glad that I stayed in, instead of going out
and playing. I found out a few years back, that two of the kids
that I hung with, were homos. Just think, if I didn•t pick up the
phone, I would be sucking a cock right now, instead of doing
this interview.
Who would you say, was your biggest influence? Do you
have a favorite phony phone caller, or one call in particular
(besides your own)?
It•s weird, but I was never a big fan of phony phone calls. Not
that I didn•t think other people•s stuff was funny, I just never
listened to it. I•m a metal head, so I would just crank Motorhead
and Black Sabbath, all day. But anyone that does fuck with
people, with phone calls, I respect. It takes a certain kind of
person to be a prick on the other line, and ruin someone•s day.
That makes me happy.
Just today, I read  that the Touch-ToneTerrorists have some
legal issues, as a result of their phone calls. Are you
familiar with the situation? What is your take on things, so
far? Have you run into any legal problems, yourself?
Yeah, I talked to the Touch Tone Terrorist about his problems. It•s
too bad. As soon as something starts to become successful,
people want to sue, so they can get their greedy hands on
someone•s hard earned money. People are savages, they really
are. The Touchtone Terrorist has been busting his ass for years
now, to make a few bucks, and make people laugh, when they
come home from a hard days work. Now, all of a sudden,
someone wants a cut. I•m having a problem with a call I did,
where I•m giving my girlfriend an abortion, in my apartment,
while this telemarketer is trying to sell me something. It•s
brutal. I have the vacuum running, and I•m telling the woman •I
just pulled out an arm!Ž, and all kinds of crazy stuff. Anyway, she
thought it was real, and called the cops on me, and I had to go to
court. The company•s lawyers sent me a letter, saying that if I
release that track, they•re going to sue me. So right now, it•s up
in the air, if I•ll release it. It•s too bad, because the track is great.
It•s fun for the whole family.
How big is your penis?
Six and a quarter inches. I measure once a week, and have never
topped that length. I keep the tape measure by the bed, just in
case.
Rumor has it that Benji Bronk smells. That•s true, isn•t it?
I have sat next to Benji, and he does not smell. Next time I do
the show, I•ll ask him if I can smell his pits at a commercial
break, to find out the truth.
How do you get the okay to use your calls? What is the proce-
dure?
I call them right back and explain what I do. Most people are cool
about it.
What was the best call that you couldn•t use?
The best call is the abortion call. I•m still hoping that they will
relent and let me use it. I still might put it on anyway. So what if
they sue me, what...are they going to take my Ozzy CD•s? I•ll go

out and get new ones. Or I•ll sign up for Columbia House under
a false name and get them for free. Which, by the way, I still do.
I need to grow up.
Howard always tells us about how hot your lady is. Is there
something you can tell us about her that you didn•t, or
couldn•t say on the show?
She•s a really cool chick. She pretty much gives me the okay to
talk about whatever I want on the air regarding our personal life.
She•s a party girl. And she•s got a great ass! And she lets me
have sex with her when she•s on the rag. She•s a keeper.
Just finished an interview with JeffŽ The Vomit MasterŽ
Levy who revealed some very interesting little known facts
about the gang. Any behind the scenes tid-bits you can
share with us?
Not much, just that everybody on the show is really cool.
Stuttering John takes about 4 dumps a day...just at work, that•s all
true.
Do you have any questions for me?
My question to you is, how did you score an interview with Jeff
Levy? You must be a very respected journalist in the business for
him to grant you an interview. Did you have to go through his
agent? Just joking. I love that guy. I•m a big fan of anyone, that
likes to get thrown up on. Puking on somebody is always funny,
even at a funeral.
How did I get an interview with Jeff?That was easy. I just had to
send him a copy of a porno I had that had a puke scene in it. It•s
all about the puke.
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Doc:How has your Stern experience been?

Shirley L. Phelps Roper: Awesome! You

have to understand, Howard Stern doesn•t have any reason for
even having that show, or that audience except inasmuch as it•s
used to preach the Gospel of Jesus Christ, and he wouldn•t do
that if he doesn•t get me on there.
What has been your most favorite appearance? What show do
you think really helped you get your message out?
That would have to be all the various things we did in Las Vegas,
particularly the karaoke.
What did you think of the crowds• reaction to your song? Didn•t
they boo you?
I just loved that. You don•t understand. I would be really worried
if that crowd was all in favor of this message, because the
scripture is clear, that this message is never going to receive
any kind of a decent response. The Gospels, again and again,
describe the scenario of how this is, and how it was the days that
Christ was on this earth.
You mention this is in the Gospels. I have read the Bible a little.
You don•t want to read it a little, you want to read it a lot.
Well, if you do read it a lot, I think  you will fi nd that a lot
of the anti-homosexual talk is from the Old Testament,
isn•t that true? There is a lot of it in the Old, AND a lot of it in
the New.
Where exactly would you say it is in the New?
You start, and you find a real good section of it in Romans. Go
to verse 18, 18 to 32, where it ends up saying that not just
homosexuals are going to hell, but also their enablers. That is a
very important piece of scripture.
Who wrote that?
 Paul wrote Romans, a great theological treatise. The entire book
of Romans. Then you got to get over to Romans 9, so that you
can be squarely clear on the hatred of God and exactly what that

constitutes and so forth. Where it says, •He loved Jacob but he
hated Esau.Ž Romans 9 is the doctrine of election and reproba-
tion, all nicely summed up for you. You understand? You•ve got
to consider Romans as a theological treatise. It covers all the
important things.
What exactly does Jesus have to say about homosexuality?
That•s a very good question and I will tell you the answer to that.
First, you got to look at Luke, Luke 17. He is describing the
condition of things when Christ returns in power and glory to
execute judgment upon this generation of people, that know not
God, or obey not the Gospels, and so he says, •As it was in the
days of Noah, so shall be also in the days of the Son of man.Ž
They ate, they drank, they married wives. They were given in
marriage and that clause they were given in marriage has to do
with all the strange marital relationships that do not constitute
husband and wife, one husband, one wife for an entire lifetime.
•Until the day Noah entered into the ark, and the flood came and
destroyed them all. Likewise as it was in the days of Lot.Ž This
is the Lord Jesus Christ talking.
So both Paul and Luke are referring back to the Old Testa-
ment?
This is the Lord Jesus Christ talking in Luke.
It•s the Gospel according to Luke. That is Luke writing that.
Of course that is Luke writing that.
What I am saying is Luke is referring back to the Old testa-
ment as is Paul in Romans. Do you believe that the Old Testa-
ment is the infallible Word of God, that•s what I•d like to know?
Of course it is.
Do you accept the Ten commandants as the infallible Word of
God? Of course I do
Then why is it flawed?
The Ten commandments are not flawed.
When I look at theTen commandments I see flaws there.
That•s because you are looking at them through a hostile eye
No, I•m not. I am looking at them from when they were written.
You start talking to me about scripture, and the Word of God
being flawed, and I am talking to you about that you going to
hell.
What day is the Sabbath day?The Sabbath day, today, is the day
that the Lord Jesus Christ meets with his people
What day is that? According to the Ten Commandments that day
is Saturday.
What you are doing, is pretending that you do not know that the
Ceremonial Law of Moses was done away with, it was eradicated
in Acts 10, and in several other places in the scripture, such that
the Ceremonial Law of Moses is no longer what we live by, and
the moral law, thou shall not kill,etc., the Lord Jesus Christ
reiterated those five parts of the Ten Commandments that
constituted the moral law and added in that other command-
ment, that we find first in Leviticus 19.
See, I believe if you take the Ten Commandments literally every
Christian is sinning when they worship on Sunday. What about
covet thy neighbor•s slave. Do you believe that God is condoning
slavery there ? Where the hell did you find that?
That•s in the Ten commandments. Thou shall not covet thy
neighbor•s slave, the maid servant. The maid servants were
slaves back then.  Says who? Says you. What you are doing is,
you are like an undisciplined fish flopping around. You mean that
people didn•t have the right to hire out back then? Do you call
those women that work in hotels slaves?  In every generation,
and in every  human institution, and in every human experience,
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every nation, from the beginning of the world  to today, there
have been people that would be considered  maid servants or
man servants of one form or another, and don•t suggest to me
that that means they were slaves. Under the Law of Moses, those
people were permitted, if they were in debt, in those years
before the year of Jubilee, they were permitted to hire them-
selves out to serve the person that they owed the debt to. Now
they did that voluntarily, and it was the same, if they could, the
year that the Jubilee came. They were free, and everybody and
everything  went back to square one. Unless they decided that
they liked that life, and they wanted to be a servant to that
person, they were not against their will, indentured.
So what do you say to the critics who say that you are actually
practicing Judaism more than Christianity, by following
the Old testament so closely?
I don•t care what the critics say. I am serving the Lord my God
with all my heart, and all my soul, and all my life and what they
want to do is use any words possible, since the scripture, the
Word of God, is quick and powerful and living and sharper than
any two edge sword. They are not going to have that rule over
them, so they are going to throw a whole bunch of words in the
air to reduce the Bible and the Word of God to a heap of dung,
which you can not rely upon any of it. That•s what they want to
do. They want to say, oh well some of it contradicts each other
and blah, blah, blah, blah blah. You need to sharpen those
arguments, and put the very best face on them, and make you a
power point presentation, and then when you stand before the
Lord your God on the Day of Judgment, see if that dog will
hunt, but in the meantime, we are going to faithfully expound to
you, and every other son of Adam that we get our hands on the
faithful word of the scriptures starting with, •Thou shall not lie
with mankind as with womankind. It is an abomination.Ž That is
the touchstone of this generation. This is a situation unique and
described in that passage I just read to you out of Luke 17. It is a
crystal clear piece of data that we are living in the last days and
very shortly, probably in your lifetime, and certainly in mine, we
will see the return of the Lord Jesus Christ.
So you don•t feel that Jesus• message of not judging others
doesn•t trump all of that?
First of all there is no message. ZERO!! That is a perversion of
what that scripture says, and frankly it•s boring and humdrum.
We have heard it daily for decades. The answer to that lie, to
judge not lest you be judged, what it says is don•t you substitute
your judgement for God•s judgment, because, by that new
standard that you set, you will be judged and without a doubt, for
as they say in my law class, awful sorry. You couldn•t possible
live up to that perverted standard that you set. So every jackass
who throws that comment in our face has clearly made a
judgement  that they do not like our gospel. They wouldn•t have
said it otherwise.
Is there anyone from the Stern show that you just didn•t like?
Well, you got that kind of a minion, kind of a servile, grumpy guy
who has zero personality. He•s a mess. He never has anything of
substance to say.
Ronnie in the hallway?
I don•t know any Ronnie in the hallway. I•m talking about that
little termite that hangs out on that show and he is kind of likeƒI
don•t think he is a producer, but he is a really good little guy that
calls me whenever they want us to do that show.  Megan, who is
that little squirrel, who when we took that tape out there to

Vegas, he got really ticked off and he stood their whining at the
beginning of the show? <Gary> Gary, exactly. That•s the guy.
The guy with the big teeth?
Yeah, he•s got big teeth. I mean the guy has noƒI don•t know
what in the world his function is. I mean, he•s got his nose so far
up Howard•s butt. It•s just embarrassing.
Are there any behind the scenes stories you can share with the
fans?
You know what was going on there in Las Vegas. I had my
children there. It was all the people backstage, all those women,
all those whores, dancers. They were all back there, and they
were listening to all the things that we would say. We had my
daughters and my nieces with us. We went a few rounds with
them, and we literally had to have body guards back there.
Do you think that Howard is doing God•s work?
Of course not. You know he•s not. Howard hates God. Howard is
a maligned, sick Jew, and he wouldn•t know the righteousness of
Christ. You have to understand you are talking first and foremost,
they rejected Christ as their salvation so that pretty much cuts
them off from anything except being squarely back under the Law
of Moses, and there is not a single Jew living in this world
drawing breath that is following the Law of Moses. They
couldn•t possibly do it. First of all, they couldn•t even get to the
temple because the buildings are locked.
But you are saying that that was all overturned anyway... except
for the gay part?
I am telling you that it was but they say that it•s not. Judge not,
lest ye be judged. They•ve got  a standard going. They can•t even
be true to their own standard. They say that the Messiah hasn•t
come. They are stuck with  that. So now, where does that leave
them? Well, they are supposed to still be doing animal
sacrifices.They are supposed to be making their way to Jerusa-
lem
So you think that it•s ok for women on their periods to go to
church?You don•t accept those laws?
That is their standards.
Well, God hates fags is an Old Testament standard, is it not?
Did we just discuss Romans 1?
Yeah, but it was referring back to the Old Testament.
It was written by Paul, and it wasn•t referring back to squat.
Lets get off those gays for a bit. What do you think about that
tsunami ?
What I think is it•s a wonderful aberration of the wrath of God
promised right there in that same passage I was giving you. It
starts at verse 18. You ought to go and read that, when you get
off this phone, that the wrath of God is revealed from heaven
against ungodliness and unrighteousness of men. 212,000  they
currently say is dead and rising. It will be a quarter of a million
plus, before they are through with those numbers. Because this
many missing, this many confirmed dead...blah blah blah blah...
missing equal dead at this point.
Do you think those people were given the Word of God?
I think those people went straight to hell. Those people all knew
God, they got the Law of God written across their hearts. It is that
thing that causes you to look at that filthy fag mess--they are
eating each others feces, and so forth--and go yuck. The Law of
God is written across your heart and you know that that is a
nasty filthy way to live.
You know this is a controversial question. I hope you don•t get
too upset, but do you think that Jesus was gay?
